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Year 5 Mad Scientists Day 2020!
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To celebrate British Science Week and to introduce our new topic ‘Properties and Changes of Material’ Year 5 took part in a Science day on Tuesday March 10th 2020.  Throughout the day, children dressed up as mad scientists. As a Mad Scientist, children took part in many experiments. 


Experiment One: Which material is best at conducting heat?


The children had a variety of cups filled with warm water. Children were able to feel the cups and measure the temperature of the material conducting the thermal energy.


Experiment Two: Which material is best at keeping warm?


The children filled a variety of beakers with the same amount of warm water and wrapped each beaker with a different material. They then measured the temperature every 5 minutes. 


Experiment Three: Which materials are the best conductors of electricity?


Children revisited their prior learning of electrical circuits. They made a circuit and then replaced part of the circuit with different materials and metals to find out which were the best at conducting electricity.


Experiment Four: Which materials dissolve in a liquid? 


Children had a variety of substances such as sugar, salt, flor and compost. These substances were added to water and children observed whether they dissolved or not.
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
